Key achievements for August 2020 - July 2021 

National Schools - This competition was cancelled.  

Regional League – The league was planned for but cancelled once it was clear indoor  netball was to be restricted and the Premier League was also cancelled. All age groups.  

National Clubs competition also followed suit after multiple changes in tiers and  restrictions.

The following competitions will be back up and running this season; Senior North East  Regional League (entry tournament and division 1 and 2 playoffs at the end of the  season); Under 14 and Under 16 Regional League (preceded by the entry tournaments)  and keeping the Qualifying tournament; Regional Schools Tournament to identify  national qualifiers. 

No U15 regional league will be ran this season due to difficulties getting venues 

Venues - Are an ongoing issue made even more difficult after the pandemic. Sport  Central were reluctant to hire their hall out but now have. Blue Flames have taken a  regular children’s football booking so this is no longer available. Newcastle Eagles,  Newcastle Uni and Durham Uni all have no availability and Beacon of Light is used for  North Durham. Gateshead Stadium has been the main venue this season.  

EN are organising an U17 and U15 competitions so these age groups do not miss out on a  major event. They will be open competitions held on 18th and 19th December.  

Yorkshire Netball had decided to fold the Northern League due to them making their  regional league their route through to Prem. RC has worked to keep some sort of  competition going at this level, starting with 8 teams playing each other once this  season. Grangetown, Oaksway, Riverside, Seatonians and Stadium are all involved in this.

England Netball (EN) Updates:
· Extensions to courses / written paper validity due to COVID

· Written passes & course validities extended by 22 months

· Practical assessment applications extended by 6 months (C), 8 months (B), 12 months (A). Usually 3, 4, 6 respectively.

· C Award 

· Written assessment now part of the learner pathway (direct with Netball Europe) and therefore no administrative loads for County Umpiring Leads (COL).

· A/B Written Paper

· 2 learners from NE sat the written paper on 3-July (Angela Stoker / Sophia Wilson) and both passed with A grades.

· A/B written to return to regular cycle - Oct, Feb, Jun

· Anne Rose sitting the paper in October (current pass due to expire)

· Into Officiating

· Into course now mandatory for new learners wanting to progress through the officiating pathway.

· 60 bookings from NE learners.

· Practical Assessments

· Assessments restarted on 1-September, following the removal of the modified (Covid) rules. 

Regional Umpires
· Unfortunately, 11 of our B award regional umpires have made the decision not to return to umpiring following the pandemic.

· In addition we currently have 3 x B awards temporarily unavailable (2 x injury, 1 x pregnancy).

· The support and flexibility shown by our remaining B award umpires, talent identified C award umpires and regional mentors is very much appreciated.

Talent Identified Umpires
· Iain Richardson, Beccy Sidney-Wilmot and Anne Rose are all registered as TIDB with EN (actively working towards A award) and are eligible to be invited to select national events (i.e. national schools, national clubs)

· Kim Burns continues to support our TIDB umpires with mentoring towards A award.

· We have 7 TIDC umpires in the region, 4 of which are currently actively working towards B award (i.e. mentored umpiring sessions in the senior / junior regional leagues) and 2 are almost ready to be assessed (Sophia Wilson / Alyssa Dale).

North-East Regional League
· RMB approved a 1-year subscription to an online umpire management platform, which is working well.

· Senior regional league successfully started on the 25th September (8 teams in division 1, 8 teams in division 2).

· Junior regional league scheduled to start on the ?? November (8 teams in U14, 8 teams in U16).

New Northern League
· Following the decision by Yorkshire netball not to continue with the previous Northern League, the NE region have created a new Northern League including 5 teams from the NE, 2 teams from Yorkshire and the Titans Men's team.

· The new Northern league will continue to provide high level umpiring opportunities for TIDB and B award umpires in our region.

C Award Assessors
· Iain Richardson completed final trainee assessment in September and is now qualified to assess to C award. 

Technical Officials
· As COVID restricted all netball activity there has been little TO duties performed  over the last 18 months, however Super League did start back this last season, all matches being played at only 2 venues in the Country.  The first half of the Superleague from February to April was held at Wakefield, the second half with Finals being held End of April to June, at the Copperbox in London.

· Three Technical Officials from North East Region were selected by England Netball to officiate at Wakefield for the duration of the first half of the Superleague.  They were Sheila Evans, Linda Hall and Pat Percy, with Pat Percy attending the Grand Finals at the Copperbox in London.

· We are now seeing Netball being played in our Regional League and other Local Leagues with CTO’s attending to officiate at Regional League.

· Boldon and Tynedale have requested CTO training for members of their clubs and this will take place for Boldon at Regional League on Saturday 16th October and a workshop will be held at Tynedale Netball Club on Tuesday 19th October for their members.
